Resource Consents

The month of April has been steady in terms of the number of applications being received.
Feedback from various sources suggests that the number and complexity of applications being
received is likely to remain at a fairly constant level for at least the next few months.

The number of consents issued within 20 working days has dropped slightly in comparison to
March, however, a number of applications exceeding that timeframe have been subject to
Section 37 (extensions of statutory time), particularly where staff are circulating draft consent
conditions to applicants for consideration, which is seen as good practice.

The loss of a staff member has resulted in some delay in issuing of Section 224 certificates,
however, this is being addressed through re-allocation of existing staff to provide support in that
area.

There were no decisions issued by Hearings Commissioners as a result of any hearing of an
application, so there is no corresponding graph showing compliance with timeframes for notified
applications.

The Government has now released the Resource Management Discount Regulations Cabinet
paper which outlines the intended policy for the discounting of resource consent processing
charges where resource consents are not processed within the required timeframes. The adopted
approach is to discount the processing charge of any consent by 1% per day up to a maximum of
50 days for every day a consent exceeds the required timeframe. There are a number of
qualifications specified in terms of when the discount should be applied. Staff are continuing to
review internal processes to ensure that any implications of the discount policy are minimised
when it is introduced.

Policy and Monitoring

The last background reports for the Sustainable Futures 30/50 project are being completed
and progress has been made in compiling the strategy for development over the next fifty
years. Financial evaluation of the alternative is under way to determine what the cost of
development will be.

Various key plan changes have been notified for submission, representing the new direction
of the District Plan as part of the rolling review. The Urban Transition Environment and the
Management Plan Technique are probably the most significant as they introduce a new
Environment and process into the District Plan.

The next important review is that of the coast with the formulation of objectives, policies
and performance criteria following the area described as the Coastal Countryside
Environment. Together with the Coast, the Department is formulating the various
components that make up the Rural Area with its distinct differences from those of the
Urban and Coastal Areas.

Three hearings are scheduled for the second part of the month (Port Nikau Plan Change,
Urban Form and Development and the Waipu Structure Plan) to finalise and incorporate
these plan changes into the District Plan.

Council also made a submission on the National Environmental Standards for Contaminated
Sites.
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Building Compliance

Another solid month showing good volumes and values. However, this was assisted with a
higher than normal rate of fireplaces (39 consents) and the issuing of the last work package for
the Northland Events Stadium ($11 million). These two items aside April 2010 resulted in a
typical month as per the turnover and volumes received recently. 24 Houses were issued valuing
of $5.9 million with another $1 million for residential alterations. There was $13.6 million for new
commercial ($11 million for the stadium), a figure that distorted the normal ratio (80:20) of
residential building to commercial building out to: 35:65 or 35% residential and 65 % commercial
development.

Inspections continue to grow steadily with the last week in April achieving 216 inspections. The
holiday period (down time) meant that this peak did not translate through to the end result for
April 2010 and inspections were short by 10% against target at 750. Those choosing not to have
a PIM continue at lower than expected level, around 44%, the remaining choosing to go with
PIMs. This demonstrates that many customers still see value in procuring a PIM with its essential
design and construction information needed for projects.

LIMs remain quite active with 98 issued during the month representing good output. A push to
wrap up older projects with the tail end of busy times still in the system meant that there were
179 Code Compliance Certificates issued. People selling and buying housing also contributed to
this as they were compelled to apply for Code Compliance Certificates some time after
construction finished.

All performance indicators report a good effort for the month with 96% of Building Consents
issued within 15 days and 100% issued within 20 days. The department average being 8.25
days to receive then issue a building consent.

Regulatory Services

During April the Regulatory Services Department attended to inspection, monitoring and
enforcement work across a wide range of business areas including work associated with the
review of the Liquor Licensing Policy. Submissions closed on the 9 April and a total of 104
submissions were received from a wide cross section of the community. Staff are currently
reviewing the submissions and are in the process of preparing a comprehensive report to be
presented to council when submissions are heard in June.

The Policy and Monitoring Manager (P Waanders) reports for April 2010:

District Plan

The District Plan rolling review is well under way with the recently notified plan changes
fitting into the new District Plan format. The Policy Team have received positive feedback
on its ‘simplified’ approach to Section 32 reporting through more user friendly summary

guides.
a) The Operative District Plan
The Operative District Plan is on the website and is amended as and when required.
The rolling review work program, together with all current plan changes are also
hyperlinked to the website which will alert users to any pending plan changes.
b) Rural Strategy
The proposed methodology of the Rural Strategy was introduced during Council
Workshop held on 3 May. The four roles of the Rural Area (production, living,
servicing and transition) were discussed with a closer look at the lifestyle component
of the ‘living’ role of Rural Strategy. Outcomes of the scoping and capacity mapping
for proposed Rural Living Environment were briefly outlined. Future work streams of
the Rural Strategy were to continue issue analysis, background research and key
stakeholder consultation on the four roles of the Rural Area.

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(i) Longview Estuary Estate — Rezoning of Coastal Countryside to Living 1 and 3 in
Ngunguru. Council decision was to decline the application. An appeal against
the decision was lodged with the Environment Court. Consultants have been
appointed to prepare evidence and to assist in negotiations/mediation prior to
full hearing.

(ii)  Port Nikau — mixed use development at the old City Port. The hearing on the
Plan Change took place over four days from 17-19 November and 21 December
2009 and evidence heard. The Commissioners provided a verbal indication of
their inclination to approve the plan change, and directed that the applicant
carry out further negotiation with submitters to determine whether an
agreement on conditions and process can be reached. The hearing will be re-
convened on 19 and 20 May to clarify outstanding matters, to negotiate
outcomes and to make a final recommendation to Council.

(iii) Plan change 104, (Business 2 and Open Space Zoning at Springs Flat).
Summary of Submissions was notified on 16 February and further submission
period closed 2 March 2010. The staff report is presently under preparation,
and dates and availability of Commissioners are being explored for a hearing in
June 2010.

(iv) Plan Change 105 (Living Intensification). Prepared conceptual site plan for the
Mander Park precinct. Further studies including 3D modelling will be done.

(v) Plan Change 106, Rolling Review, Introduction Section. The approved Plan
Change was notified, with appeal period closing Tuesday 1 June 2010.

(vi) Plan Change 108, Recreation Reserve Correction. The approved Plan Change
was notified, with appeal period closing Tuesday 1 June 2010.

(vii) Plan Change 113 (Ruakaka Racecourse). Consultants have been asked to
submit proposals to do master planning and plan change (inclusive of optional
public consultation. Staff are scheduled to meet with Whangarei Racing Club
to finalise requirements.

Urban Form and Development

Plan change 92 for the inclusion of the Urban Form and Development Chapter into
the District Plan was notified. A summary of all submissions and further submissions
has been published on the website. The planner’s report with recommendations to
the Commissioners has been completed and distributed to submitters. The hearing is
being held on 17 and 18 May 2010.

Implementing the Urban Growth Strategy

Residential intensification project is being investigated further. Staff are developing
objectives and policies as directed by the Focus Group meeting in December 2009.
The urban designer is working on concept preliminary designs for specific areas for
intensification. These concept designs will be presented to Focus Group and later
used for consultation as visual aids to the desired outcomes.

Coastal Management Strategy
Coastal Structure Plans

A Focus Group meeting was held on 19 April. This discussed the proposed Coastal
Countryside Environment boundary changes and the proposed Coastal Policy Areas.
Following on from the Focus Group, further consultation continued with affected
landowners. An update on the consultation was given at the Council Workshop held
3 May. The workshop focused on specific details and background information on
proposed boundary changes in certain areas.

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Papakainga Housing

Plan Change 94 — Papakainga Housing was adopted on 24 March 2010 and publicly
notified on 30 March 2010. The submission period will close on 24 May 2010.
Meetings have been held with the Northland Councils (14 April 2010) and the
Papakainga Housing Steering Group (5 May 2010). The meeting discussions were
over phase two of the project, in particular standards for papakainga housing and
delegation possibilities. Work has commenced on the criteria development for
selecting suitable case studies for papakainga housing. The case studies will be
chosen by Whangarei District Council to assist in the development of guidelines and
standards. Staff are working with Te Puni Kokiri and Housing New Zealand
Corporation to develop eligibility criteria that also fits in with their capacity building
and development funds for Maori.

Urban Design

Formulation of the design guides has commenced with the Urban Design Strategy
that will outline the urban design issues, vision, design qualities, principles,
objectives, and the means to achieve high quality urban design in Whangarei.

Staff are also involved in organising a Place-making workshop by David Engwicht
(Urban Designer of Creative Communities International, Australia) scheduled to be
held on September 23 at the Library’s May Bain Room.

Strategic Planning/Sustainable Futures 30/50

A number of background reports have been completed and are to be received by the
Whangarei District Sub-Regional Growth Strategy Sub-committee on 5 May. These
are: Biodiversity Report; Health, Education and Safety; Energy Resources; Minerals
and Aggregates; and Air Quality. These will be added to the Sustainable Futures
30/50 website once received.

The last of the background reports are being finalised, including reports on: Arts,
Culture and Civic Amenities; Whangarei Airport; Northport; Water Resources;
Telecommunications; and Development Strategies.

Work has commenced on writing the draft strategy document and inputting data
from the background reports.

The second round of public consultation was completed on the 31st of March 2010
with 19 meetings and hui held across the district. Attendance was variable, ranging
from ‘no-shows” at two urban hui through to 27 people at Ngunguru. Approximately
160 people attended the meetings, with 84 feedback forms received following these
workshops. Of note was that locations singled out for higher levels of growth (e.g.
Hikurangi, Parua Bay, and Waipu) had amongst the highest participants. In general
terms, there was broad agreement that a continuation of recent development
patterns in Whangarei District was not desirable, and that, broadly speaking, Future
3 was the preferred option for most attendees.
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Most feedback received in the Consultation Satisfaction Survey from attendees has
been very positive, especially in terms of the more interactive format, the amount of
information given, and the use of physical maps for illustration. A report is being
written that analyses the overall satisfaction in regards to the consultation.

Regulatory Compliance
Compliance Investigation, Enforcement and Consent Monitoring

The number of complaints referred to the department for investigation for the month of
April 2010 stands at 17, of which 8 (47%) were pertaining to Building Act 2004 provisions,
with 9 (53%) pertaining to provisions of the Resource Management Act 1991 and/or
District Plan, and none pertaining to the Fencing of Swimming Pools Act 1987.

As at 27 April, 6 of these complaints (42%) had been successfully resolved with 11 still
under investigation, while the total number of complaints under investigation by the
department, including those carried forward from previous months, now stands at 35.

The resource consent conditions monitoring programme is on schedule, with 13 consents
monitored over the month. Scheduled inspections pursuant to the Fencing of Swimming
Pools Act are on track for the month with no significant issues of non compliance.

There were no abatement/ infringement notices (pursuant to RMA provisions) nor any
Notices to Fix (pursuant to Building Act provisions) issued for the month.

Compliance staff were required to issue a ‘Dangerous Building’ notice in March (pursuant to
Building Act provisions) in respect of a property in Onerahi, on which an unlawful 5m high
tyre retaining wall had been erected, however negotiations with the owner will see this wall
removed early in May without having to resort to district court proceedings.

There were no applications to the Courts or prosecutions undertaken in April, however an
application to the District Court is to be made in early May, pursuant to Building Act
provisions, seeking a Court Order enabling Council to undertake the installation of a riser
main sewer connection in Limeburners Street, in order to remedy a long standing issue of
insanitary conditions due to a failed on site effluent disposal system, which the owner of
the property has consistently refused to remedy voluntarily. This Court Order will also
enable Council to recover the costs of the necessary remedial work from the owner of the
property.

Vision, Mission and Values

Plan Change 96 forms part of Omnibus 2. The Plan Changes identified in Omnibus 2 are required to maintain the
Integrity of the District Plan, which is one of the statutory mechanisms Council uses to create the ultimate living
environment. The proposed amendments that will result from these Plan Changes will enable greater clarity in
the communication of outcomes sought by the District Plan.

Local Government Act 2002 — The Four Well-Beings

Cultural: The District Plan is one of the statutory instruments required to achieve sustainable
management of natural and physical resources, in a way, or at a rate, which enables
people and communities to provide for their social, economic, and cultural wellbeing. The
proposed plan change is necessary to preserve the integrity of the District Plan so that
these outcomes can be achieved,

Economic: The proposed plan change will reduce the potential for confusion and expenditure of
unnecessary cost by persons who rely on the accuracy and integrity of the District Plan
when making decisions on the economic viability of projects.

Environmental: The proposed plan change will avoid potential adverse environmental effects in situations
where the present errors and anomalies are inconsistent with the environmental outcomes
sought by the District Plan.

Social: The District Plan is one of the statutory instruments required to achieve sustainable
management of natural and physical resources, in a way, or at a rate, which enables
people and communities to provide for their social, economic, and cultural wellbeing. The
proposed plan change is necessary to preserve the integrity of the District Plan so that
these outcomes can be achieved,

Introduction

Plan Change 96: Accessible Parking, sought to rectify the anomalies between the current rules in the
District Plan relating to accessible parking (for the disabled), as compared to the requirements of the
Building Act. This plan change forms part of Omnibus 2 of pre-approved District Plan integrity work
flow, which is considered to be relatively non-complex and less likely to be contentious. They are
generally consistent with what the Plan intended (or requires in similar circumstances) or how the
rules have been applied in practice. The plan change has completed its statutory process and can
now be made operative. The process for approving a plan change as operative is outlined in the First
Schedule of the Act. Clause 17(2) of the First Schedule enables Council to approve plan changes as
operative once all submissions or appeals relating to the plan change have been disposed of, and
Clause 20 identifies the process for public notification of the operative date.

Background

On 9 September 2009 the Environment Committee adopted proposed Plan Change 96 relating to
Accessible Parking, and resolved that it proceed to notification. The proposed plan change was
notified on 20 October 2009 with the submission period closing on 18 November 2009. Two
submissions were received:

1. Kamo Community Incorporated supports the proposed plan change and does not wish to be
heard.
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2. CCS Disability Action Group supports the proposed plan change, suggested an amendment to
the proposed policy and wished to be heard. Subsequent meetings and discussions regarding
the proposed policy suggested by representatives of CCS Disability Group including Valerie
Wong, Community Development Officer resulted in amendment to the proposed policy for Plan
Change 96 notified by Council and the withdrawal of their wish to be heard.

It was agreed that the policy for accessible parking would read:

7o require accessible parking to be provided for every activity in accordance with NZS 4121:2001 to
increase access to the community for parking permit holders.

Further submissions were publicly notified on 9 December 2009 with the submission period closing on
26 January 2010. No further submissions were received.

Schedule 1, Clause 7 of the Resource Management Act (RMA) requires Council to notify for further
submission a summary of all decisions requested by persons making submissions on a proposed plan
change. As no submissions opposed the proposed plan change and no submitters wished to be
heard, Council was not required to hold a hearing according to Schedule 1 Clause 8C of the RMA.

On 10 March 2010, Council approved Plan Change 96 in terms of Clause 10 of the First Schedule of
the Resource Management Act 1991, accepting (in full and in part) two submissions. Council’s
decision was notified on 16 March 2010 with the appeal period closing on 29 April 2010. The
Environment Court has confirmed that no appeals were received against Council’s decision.

Recommendation

1. That this report be received.

2. That Plan Change 96: Accessible Parking be approved in accordance with Clause 17 of the First
Schedule of the Resource Management Act 1991.

That this approval be effected by the affixing of the Council Seal to the Plan Change 96.

4, That Plan Change 96: Accessible Parking be publicly notified in accordance with Clause 20(1) of
the First Schedule of the Resource Management Act 1991.
