Location and Site Description

Town Basin between the John Street (extension) and the old NRC building.

Nature of the Problem

As part of the Town Basin Hub upgrade project there is a requirement for the provision of
twenty five extra carparks to meet the consent requirements for the Hub Gallery
development.

Discussion

The Development of the Town Basin Hub Galleries will necessitate the removal of some
existing restricted carpark spaces outside this development. As part of the consent
requirements replacement carparking spaces will need to be provided.

It is intended that the twenty five spaces currently provided as temporary free parking on the
Dent Street open space will be reallocated as 2 hour restricted parking similar to the other
time restricted parking at the Town Basin business complex. As part of the proposed Town
Basin development it is also proposed to increase the green space in this area around the
large tree as shown in the attached plan, this has been allowed for in this parking proposal.

11 May 2011
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Providing time restricted parking at this location will help serve the local Town Basin
businesses ensuring more parking is available for their customers. It is not envisaged that
employees or all day parkers will be inconvenienced greatly with the amount of temporary
free unrestricted available in the surrounding area.

Survey of property owners:

Only 2 names received votes out of the 6 names offered. 4 owners out of 6 voted - 67%.
Black Wattle Lane — 2 first preference votes & 1 second preference vote.

Tapu Lane — 2 first preference votes.

On the theme and flora of the area:

Black Wattle trees are notable in the bush areas around this private way. Road names with a similar theme
in the area are Acacia Drive, Wattle Lane & Grove Lane. So Black Wattle Lane fits the established theme in
the area. Various tree wattles (Acacia species) are grown in New Zealand. Black wattle (A. mearnsii) was
originally introduced for the tannin its bark produces. However, it was attacked by a fungus that causes
brown galls to develop on its branches and it became uneconomic to grow for the tanning industry. Black
wattle seeds survive in the soil for more than 50 years, and in parts of the northern North Island it has
become a weed as it regularly germinates following soil disturbance.

On the history of the area:

These properties and the associated road sits over the back end of some of the most tapu land in the entire
Whangarei District. Entrance to these tapu areas is highly restricted. The name Tapu Lane could draw
unwelcome attention to the sacred Maori sites nearby. The paramount chief Torongare had his pa at the rear
of the Oruarangi block which is at the top of the Winstones quarry. Adjacent to the pa site are significant
sites which are classified as highly ‘tapu’.

» Given these concerns the name Tapu Lane is deemed by the local Maori as not appropriate for this
private way. This was explained in person by Fred Tito at a meeting on 17 February 2011.

Recommendation:
That the existing private way at 92 Tauroa Street be named Black Wattle Lane.
